Endangered Species History Assignment

The following information needs to be typed and turned in on Tuesday, Feb. 2nd for Sections 1, 3, and 4 and Wednesday, Feb. 3rd for section 2.  Complete sentences are not required, instead just type a simple bulleted list if you’d like.  Be sure you are citing your sources though as that is a component of your research.  Through your library days in history class, computer class, and utility you should have plenty of time to assemble this homework.  It will be worth 25 points of homework and will inform a great deal of your work in this interdisciplinary project on your endangered species.  

It is important that you consider that this info should help you with your project.  It’s easy to find 5 facts about your country or your animal, but the key is to find facts that have some relationship or influence on the relationship between animal and its habitat and the country and its policies.

History Assignment:

-5 general facts about the country
-5 general facts about the area where your animal lives 
-5 facts about the current political state in your country
-5 facts related to the government and how it handles either your particular species and/or endangered species in general
These last two elements will certainly require internet research…

-a precise description of how to travel to the country 

-a precise description of how to travel to the specific location in that country where you 

would see your endangered species

Regarding a “Bibliography” page…
You need to cite at least 3 sources on a “Bibliography” page.  At least one of these MUST be a print source.  Book, magazine, journal…

You have been told about the Son of Citation Machine and that should work fine for these purposes.  Be sure you include this in the assignment though!

Some leading questions that might get the ball rolling in your research: 

What is the type of government?  How stable is the government?  Is the country wealthy or poor?  Is there a certain political party that considers the environment or endangerment a priority compared to other parties?  Is there currently a war going on?  Is the dominant religion influencing policy?  How might the country’s growth impact its relationship with the environment?
