8th Grade Science Assignment: Endangered Species Trifold

Assignment: Create a tri-fold pamphlet (by hand or using the computer) that could be distributed as part of a campaign to save your species.

Due: Friday, February 5, 2010
A diagram of the format you should use is shown below. The final product must be printed, copied, or created on a single sheet of paper (not two pieces of paper glued or taped together).


Your pamphlet should be neat, creative, and thorough.  The MINIMUM requirements are below, but feel free to add more information.
On the front cover, you must have:

· A picture

· The name of your animal

· An introduction or some interesting information (something to draw attention!)

· Your name

· Your science class section

On the back cover, you must have:

· A Works Cited list (properly formatted and in alphabetical order) generated using the links available on ww2.kcd.org.
On the inside flap, you must have:

· What is currently being done to protect biodiversity and save/protect your species
· How the government of your chosen country is reacting to the endangerment of the species.
· What else could be done to save/protect your species
· A picture

· Footnotes for all facts borrowed from the works cited list

On the inside section left, you must have:
· Information about the country in which you are studying your species including the type of government and laws pertaining to your species/endangered species
· Information about the geography of that country/habitat, including type of ecosystem, physical characteristics of the terrain (mountains, valleys, lakes, etc.), etc.
· Information about the climate of that habitat, including seasons, average temperatures, precipitation, etc.
· A picture related to the habitat

· Footnotes for all facts borrowed from the works cited list

On the inside section middle, you must have:

· A description of the niche of your species
· A picture of the food chain/web to which your species belongs.
· A clear explanation for why your species is important.
· Footnotes for all facts borrowed from the works cited list

On the inside section right, you must have:
· An explanation of what it means for a species to be endangered or threatened.

· Describe the specific status of your species status according to the IUCN RED LIST

· The number of your species that remain in your country
· An explanation of specifically why your species is endangered / threatened.*
· A picture

· Footnotes for all facts borrowed from the works cited list

* Focus on Chapter 20-21 Our Impacts on Land, Water, and Air. Be sure that you are clear on   what it means to be endangered / threatened and WHY your animal is.
If you are creating the pamphlet by hand, measure carefully and work neatly!  

You can work on two separate sheets of paper.  To make your pamphlet two-sided: Place your pages in the copier, choose the button that says 1 ( 1 and instead choose 1(2.  Press okay, then press the button to copy.

If you are creating the pamphlet by computer, here are a few tips (remember that you made a similar trifold in 7th grade Geography!):
· Use Microsoft Word.

· Set up your paper: File( Page Setup ( Landscape

· Use text boxes(in the toolbar at the bottom of the screen) to position your text

· Remember that to move/place pictures with your mouse, you will need to double click on the picture ( Format ( Choose “Behind Text”
