Notes:
· Contacts can usually be found on organization websites, zoo websites, etc.

· Web form vs. e-mail contact (will discuss in class).

· Send your initial contacts and responses in a correct/appropriate way (will discuss in class).

· Do not send more information than is required (suggested to NOT send last name, personal contact info other than e-mail). If a street address / phone number is required, you may use the school:
